4. Preferential Measures under Article 14 of Standards for Establishing Graduate Schools
To make the most of the preferential education measure given under Article 14 of Standards for Establishing Graduate
Schools, such measures will be put into practice so that graduate education becomes available to medical service
workers without affecting the academic standard of this graduate school.

The purpose of implementation is to provide working people an opportunity to learn the latest developments in
medical science and acquire advanced research skills and knowledge.

For the convenience of working students, either the same subjects will be taught during regular school hours and
during certain specially arranged hours, or subjects taught during ordinary and special hours will be alternated every
other year. These special time slots will be designated as the 6th period (18:00 ~ 19:30) and 7th period (19:40 ~ 21:10).
Also, there will be classes on Saturdays and Sundays, and during summer recess.

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5. Outline of Course by purpose
The doctoral course has different courses for different syllabus and completion requirements from general courses.

(1) Advanced Course in Cancer Diagnosis and Treatment
The Comprehensive Regional Cancer Care Course was introduced in fiscal 2024 to develop medical personnel
capable of providing a comprehensive approach to regional cancer care, while training cancer specialists who can
play a leadership role working with a team of medical professionals, including physicians, pharmacists, nurses, and
radiographers. The course also teaches students how to develop advanced research and diagnostic skills necessary for
cancer care. As part of the “Kyushu Cancer Professional Training Plan for the Next Generation,”this course is offered
to all students in research fields of the Health Research and Advanced Therapeutics Courses.

(2) Intractable Virus Disease Research Course
The Intractable Virus Disease Research Course began in fiscal 2008 to provide clinical education through basic,
practical, and advanced levels of research on intractable diseases. This particular field of research is Kagoshima
University’s specialty with major achievements in intractable diseases associated with retrovirus. The course is
designed for experienced researchers to work alongside up-and-coming researchers with the aim of bringing forth
next-generation biomedical scientists, medical researchers, and physicians dedicated to controlling intractable
diseases.
This research course is led by the Advanced Therapeutics Course, the Center for the Research of Advanced Diagnosis
and Therapy of Cancer, and the Center for Chronic Viral Diseases, and offers lectures, workshops, and seminars in
the field of basic life sciences, including biochemistry, molecular biology, and genetic engineering, areas essential for
today’s research on cancer and other intractable diseases.
The two centers also cooperate closely with Kagoshima University Hospital’s Division of Clinical Trial and Oncology
Center to provide lectures, experiments, and clinical training related to more professional approaches to the diagnosis
and treatment of intractable diseases in ways that can best cultivate specialists.

(3) Advanced Dental Clinician Training Course

The Advanced Dental Clinician Training Course aims to nurture professional clinicians capable of performing
advanced research and treatments with a wide range of expertise and clinical abilities in the specialized field of clinical
dentistry.

This course provides clinical training primarily at Kagoshima University Hospital with a view to qualifying as certified
specialists in various fields, including dental care and welfare. The course consists of basic and clinical training that
efficiently meets the requirements for certified specialists in different domains, while teaching practical research
methods and skills as well as high moral values, extensive expertise, and clinical competencies required of specialized
dentists.

(4) Global PhD Course for Medical and Dental Sciences
Kagoshima University Graduate School of Medical and Dental Sciences has made social contributions to various
countries around the world with its laboratories and medical departments playing a central role in implementing
numerous initiatives to conduct joint research and to accept international students. Taking full advantage of these
experiences, Kagoshima University established the “Global PhD Course for Medical and Dental Sciences” as a regular
course for international students starting in the 2019 school year. The most distinctive feature of this course is its all-
English curriculum to earn a degree.
This course is designed to cultivate researchers, medical specialists, and educators who can contribute to the
development of medical and dental sciences in the international community. Through research activities in each field
listed as follows, the aim is for students to develop cooperative attitudes toward promoting joint research and moral
values by acquiring the ability to plan, conduct, and present research that meets international standards, while
continuously seeking to understand the social importance of research with broader perspectives.
In this course, research guidance in each research field and common lecture subjects are generally conducted in
English. In addition, for international students whose native language is other than English, many lecture courses such
as Life Science English and Life Science Writing in English are offered to teach basic English language skills.
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(5) Neuroscience Course

Neuroscience extends from basic fields such as physiology, anatomy, pharmacology, and cell biology to clinical fields
such as neurosurgery, neurology, psychiatry, psychosomatic medicine, and rehabilitation, as well as engineering and
computational science. It is an academic field that covers a wide range of specialties. In this course, such specialties
provide basic education in neuroscience that spans multiple fields. In the lecture, “Introduction to Neuroscience” will
be offered as a compulsory subject, and the lessons will cover everything from basic to clinical. In recent years, in basic
neuroscience research and translational research, there are various types such as in vivo imaging using model animals,
genetic manipulation using viral vectors, neural circuit labeling, and neural activity manipulation by optical / chemical
genetic methods. The mainstream is to proceed with research by combining various experimental methods. For this
reason, this course will provide an intensive class “Neuroscience Practical Training” to provide a place to learn the
latest experimental techniques and support the construction of a network of research collaborators inside and outside
the university. In addition, this course aims to develop human resources with a global perspective and personal
connections in collaboration with overseas research institutes based on academic exchange agreements and other
international exchange education programs.

The requirements for completing this course are 30 credits, which is the same as for general doctoral programs.

(6) Viral Infectious Diseases Control Science Course

Novel viral infectious diseases, exemplified by the COVID-19 pandemic, are a challenge facing humanity, and it is
necessary to train the next generation of virus researchers. This course will train researchers to study chronic viruses
and emerging/re-emerging viruses that cause human diseases. Furthermore, we will cultivate next-generation virus
researchers with international research capabilities. For this reason, all classes, lectures and experiments will be
conducted in English, making it easy for international students to attend.

This course provides professional education on viral infectious disease research. As a compulsory lecture course,
“Clinical and Pathology of Viral Infections” will be offered, ranging from an introduction to viral infectious diseases,
infectious immunology, basic pathophysiology and epidemiology of chronic viruses, emerging and re-emerging
viruses, and clinical practice, as well as those global issues. In addition to lectures on the problems of these infectious
diseases from a different perspective, we will also provide an overview of antiviral drug discovery in Japan and around
the world. In addition, we will offer a “Research Lecture on Viral Infectious Diseases” taught by leading virology
researchers as a compulsory subject. The above two subjects will be taught in an omnibus format, with faculty
members from the Kagoshima University Graduate School of Medical and Dental Sciences and the Graduate School of
Science and Engineering, as well as external lecturers from Kumamoto University, Joint Research Center for Human
Retrovirus Infection, the University of Miyazaki, and Tokyo Medical and Dental University. Furthermore, as elective
subjects, the course includes lectures on statistics and life science English, providing education to acquire the basic
knowledge necessary for researchers.
