Education at the Graduate School of Medical and Dental Sciences

Dramatic developments in life sciences research that began in the latter half of the 20th century such as gene analysis, life
information sciences and bioinformatics have greatly transformed medicine and medical care and dentistry and dental health care
in the 21st century. Initiatives for practical application such as the development of new medicine fields, including gene therapy
and regenerative medicine based on the application of life sciences research, and the development of genome-based drug
discovery and biofunction assistive technology, are becoming a reality. Collaboration and mergers with affiliated fields such as
science, engineering and pharmacy are also being pursued for the development of medicine and dentistry studies.

The Kagoshima University Graduate School of Medical and Dental Sciences fosters individuals who have acquired knowledge
and specialized techniques in medicine, dentistry and health care. The graduate school doctoral program comprises two courses:
Health Research, which focuses on disease prevention and management, and Advanced Therapeutics, which focuses on the
promotion of advanced medical technology. Medical Sciences is established as a master course and accepts students who have
graduated from faculties and specializations other than medicine, dentistry and veterinary science, as well as adult learners.

Admission Policy
Educational Goals (Master's Program)

Specialization in Medical Sciences: The aim is to nurture individuals who can proactively apply the knowledge and techniques
related to medicine and dentistry in various fields. Students acquire specialized knowledge that can be applied to the prevention
and treatment of diseases in humans, conservation of the environment and development of society, along with basic professional
skills, with the aim of becoming individuals who possess a broad perspective and ethical standards.

1. Profile of Candidates Sought

In order to nurture individuals who contribute to the development of medicine, dentistry and health care in local and
international communities, and based on its educational philosophy and degree awarding policy, the Kagoshima University
Graduate School of Medical and Dental Sciences seeks individuals who have fulfilled the specified admission requirements and
who match the following profile:
- Individuals who aim to engage in medical care, welfare, and health care administration as advanced medical professionals
- Individuals who have the willingness to learn and engage enthusiastically in research related to medicine, dentistry, and health
care
- Individuals who are interested in different fields and cultures and have international communication skills
- Individuals who possess solid academic abilities as graduates of undergraduate programs and knowledge and techniques in their
specialized fields
- Individuals who possess the attitude of learning independently and are interested in the various problems of local and
international communities related to their specialized field
- Individuals who are highly motivated to discover, explore and resolve problems on their own

2. Prerequisites for Admission

- Basic academic abilities equivalent to a bachelor's degree in life sciences or related domains

- English language skills required for reading international papers in specialized fields

- Solid academic abilities as university graduates and basic knowledge and techniques in their specialized fields

- The attitude of learning independently and an interest in the various problems of local and international communities related to
their specialized field

- A strong will to discover, explore and resolve problems on their own

3. Basic Policy for Selection of New Entrants

Candidates meeting the specified application requirements are screened with an admission essay for basic academic abilities in
the medical sciences domain, and with an English-language examination for reading comprehension of English papers in the
medical sciences domain (in the case of foreign students, with an English-language examination for foreigners for the ability to
conduct studies and research in English).

[4] Those who have completed 16 years of formal education through a foreign correspondence course conducted in Japan or
included who are expected to complete by March 31, 2023 for admission in April 2023.

[5] Those who have completed the academic curriculum of a foreign university located in Japan and authorized by their
home countries as educational institutions (whose graduates are regarded as having completed 16 years of formal education
in their home countries) and designated as such by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology or
included who are expected to complete by March 31, 2023 for admission in April 2023.

[6] Those who have completed a course of three years or more at an overseas university or other foreign education
institution (only those whose overall state of education and research activities are recognized by the relevant foreign
government or individuals credited with such agency of the foreign government, or those designated by the Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology as equal to the aforementioned) (including those cases where all credits
have been acquired in Japan through a correspondence course offered by the overseas education institution or all required
courses have been completed at an education institution recognized by the school and education system of the relevant
foreign country and designated as such in the preceding paragraph) thereby earning a degree equal to a bachelor degree or
included who are expected to complete by September 30, 2022 for admission in October 2022 and March 31, 2023 for
admission in April 2023.

7. Selection Criteria

(1) The foreign language exam, language exam for international applicants, and essay are marked out of 100.
Applicants scoring less than the minimum required score established by the Graduate School of Medical and Dental
Sciences will be rejected.
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(2) Applicants with Eiken, TOEIC, TOEFL and other language proficiency test scores are deemed to possess a
certain level of English language proficiency and will have extra points added to their foreign language exam score.
If the total score including the extra points exceeds 100, the points in excess of 100 will be discarded and the
applicant’s score will be 100.

(3) Applicants are ranked in order of their composite scores by applicant category, and those who meet the
minimum required composite score are granted admission into the program of their choice in the order of ranking,
from highest to lowest. Applicants who have not indicated a second or third choice program will be considered for
their first choice only; applicants without a third choice will be considered for their first and second choices.

(4) Where two or more applicants have the same composite score, the ranking is determined by their CEFR level or
score, i.e. the applicant with the higher CEFR level or score is ranked higher.

8. Notes on Application and Examination

(1) Incomplete application documents may not be accepted.

(2) Speak to a supervisor of your desired department before applying. (Refer to the list of research
supervisors for the Medical Sciences Course on pages 25-31.)

(3) Application documents cannot be amended after completion of the submission procedure. Any
changes to your contact information should be communicated to the Academic Affairs Division
immediately. Submitted documents will not be returned once accepted.

(4) An offer of admission may be withdrawn if any information provided in the submitted documents
is found to be false.

(5) Disabled applicants requiring support with completing the application process and/or their
studies at the university should contact the Academic Affairs Division before the application period
begins.

(6) Applicants whose names on the application documents and graduation certificate or other
documentation of program completion are different due to a change in family name should submit an
abstract of their family register.

(7) Be sure to check the directions to the university, including public transportation information,
provided on the last page of this booklet before the exam. Exam rooms and other information will
be posted on the Graduate School of Medical and Dental Sciences noticeboard (see the map on the
last page of this booklet for its location) from 1:00 p.m. the day before the exam. Note that applicants
are not allowed to enter the exam rooms on the day before the exam.

(8) Applicants should arrive at the university at least 20 minutes before the start of their exam.
Applicants arriving late will be permitted to take the exam up to 30 minutes after its start. If late
due to a delay or unscheduled suspension of public transportation, speak to the staff at the exam
reception desk.

(9) Applicants must bring and present their examination ticket on the day of the exam. If you have
lost or forgotten your card, contact the exam staff or the Academic Affairs Division.

The use of devices with communication capabilities such as cell phones, smartphones, and
smartwatches is not permitted in the exam room. Applicants should ensure such devices are turned
off before entering the room.

The only items allowed on the desk during an exam are black-lead pencils, mechanical pencils (black
lead), eraser, pencil sharpener, and a watch (clock function only). Dictionaries (excluding electronic
dictionaries) are also permitted for the foreign language exam. All other items should be placed in
the designated area.

4. Scholarship Program

The Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO) provides scholarships for students who display
academic excellence and exceptional character but have difficulty pursuing their studies for financial
reasons. Monthly stipends in academic year 2021 were as follows.

Category 1 loans (interest free):

Monthly stipend 50,000 yen or 88,000 yen (master program)

Monthly stipend 80,000 yen or 122,000 yen (doctoral program and doctoral programs in medicine,
dentistry, and veterinary science)

Category 2 loans (interest bearing):

Select from five amounts of monthly stipend 50,000 yen, 80,000 yen, 100,000 yen, 130,000 yen or
150,000 yen

Scholarships are granted based on application by the student. Candidates are screened for academic
performance, research capabilities and family financial situation. Those selected are then
recommended to JASSO for determining eligibility.
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5. Course Outline

After enrollment in the Master Course in Medical Sciences, students will select either the Frontier
Bioscience Course  or the Advanced Medical Expert Course, outlined below.

* Students who enroll as foreign-student applicants will select the Global Master Course for Medical
Sciences.

(1) Frontier Bioscience Course

The Frontier Bioscience Course is designed primarily for students planning to continue their studies
in a doctoral program after completion of the master program, and aiming to be researchers in
medical science in future. Educational instruction focuses on improving the students’ approach to
and knowledge of life sciences in general, and ensuring that they acquire advanced research
techniques. This course may be selected by students not planning to enter a doctoral program.

The subject Bioscience Practice helps students acquire advanced research techniques in DNA, RNA,
protein and enzyme studies in addition to basic skills in histology, physiology, pharmacology and
statistics.

Elective subjects such as Introductory neuroscience, Learning Life Science in English, Molecular
Pharmacology, and Regenerative and Advanced Medicine encourage early acquisition of the
approach to, knowledge of, and techniques in medical research as well as help to improve the quality
and quantity of research.

(2) Advanced Medical Expert Course

The Advanced Medical Expert Course is designed primarily for adult learners intending to be
advanced professionals such as medical staff. The course aims to foster human resources capable of
playing active roles in the various departments of regional core medical institutions by using the
specialized knowledge and approaches studied in the master program to stimulate younger
personnel from the position of team leader, coordinate with physicians and other staff, and continue
conducting research in topics relevant to their setting and situation. This course may be selected by
students other than adult learners intending to be advanced professionals such as medical staff.
Students who complete this course may continue their studies in a doctoral program.

This course provides the subjects Advanced Medical Practicum, based on Bioscience Practice offered
in the Frontier Bioscience Course but adapted for specialized professionals so as to link directly to
medicine and health care.

Elective subjects such as; Clinical Pharamaceutics; Medical Nutrition; Clinical Pathophysiology; and
Statistical Analysis of Medical and Biological Data provide theoretical instruction with the aim of
fostering advanced medical professionals.

(3) Global Master Course for Medical Sciences

The Global Master Course for Medical Sciences was established in the 2019 school year based on the
mission of Kagoshima University’s global education. Designed for international students from
around the world, this course generally offers all-English lessons and research guidance to earn a
Master of Medical Science degree.

The course curriculum consists of the following subjects. First, Structure and the Function of the
Human Body, Introduction to Molecular and Cellular Medicine, General Pathology, Ethics and
Science, Statistical Analysis of Medical and Biological Data, and Learning Life Science in English
are among the basic subjects required to understand the medical sciences. In addition, Medical
Nutrition, Molecular Pharmacology and Drug Discovery Science, Introductory neuroscience, and
Regenerative and Advanced Medicine offer advanced medical studies as a key feature of the
Graduate School of Medical and Dental Sciences. Furthermore, Bioscience Practice teaches students
how to acquire advanced research techniques in DNA, RNA, protein, and enzyme studies, in addition
to basic skills in histology, physiology, pharmacology, and statistics.

On top of these lectures and practical training delivered by specialists in each field, Medical Science
Lecture, Medical Science Research, and Advanced Medical Research provide educational and
research guidance by supervisors based on each student’s research theme.
